Comment by Imants Jurevičius: Probation service doesn’t have pre-trial supervision – supervision of persons under pre-trial security measures. State Police is responsible for implementation of pre-trial security measures. Probation service prepares also pre-trial assessment reports (our function), but I guess that is not what you are asking here.

1. Conditional suspension of the criminal proceedings with probation supervision by the decision of the prosecutor: 112 (47,7%)
2. Victim-offender mediation: 111 (47,2%)[footnoteRef:7] [7:  Prior to sentencing, parties may engage in a victim-offender mediation process facilitated by the State Probation Service; however, this process does not constitute probation supervision.
